UNIFORM POLICY
Rationale: 
· A uniform dress code reinforces in students a pride in their own appearance, instils recognition of themselves as an integral part of the school community, and assists in developing pride in representing their school.  Issues of equality, health and safety, and expense are also factors that contribute to the establishment of the Dress Code.

Aims:

· To promote equality amongst all students.

· To further develop a sense of pride in, and identification with our school.

· To provide durable clothing that is cost effective and practical for our school environment.

· To maintain and enhance the positive image of the school in the community.

Implementation:

· After consultation with the school community, School Council has developed a Dress Code that allows for students to safely engage in the many varied school activities, meets the needs and wishes of various cultural, religious and ethnic groups within our community, and caters for the financial constraints of families.

· The Dress Code applies during school hours, while travelling to and from school, and when students are on school excursions or when requested.

· Stud earrings and small sleepers worn in the ears, plus watches are the only acceptable visible jewellery. 
· Facial cosmetics should not be worn at school.

· The only hats that are acceptable are school uniform broad brimmed hats consistent with our SunSmart policy.  They must be worn outside in Terms 1 & 4.   Hats are not to be worn inside.  
· All students are required to wear black school shoes or black runners.  Footwear that exposes toes, or with open heels are unacceptable at any time. All students are required to wear runners on the allocated physical education day and sporting events.
· All uniforms are available to be purchased from the school office.  Parents may purchase items elsewhere, so long as the alternative item is identical to the school uniform including logo.
· School Council requires the Principal and staff be responsible for implementation of the Dress Code in a manner consistent with the Student Code of Conduct.

· Arrangements may be made to supply uniforms via State Schools Relief for families experiencing economic hardship.  Our school will raise funds for State Schools Relief annually.
· Staff members are expected to observe the wearing of school uniform by students, and children consistently not in uniform must be brought to the attention of the Principal for necessary action to be taken. Notes may be sent home requesting explanation on the absence of appropriate uniform on certain occasions.
· Parents seeking exemptions to the Dress Code due to religious beliefs, ethnic or cultural background, student disability, health condition, economic hardship or similar must apply in writing to the Principal.

· A special polo shirt is organised each year for the Grade 6 students to wear.
· Parents’ Club supply a wide brimmed hat free to Prep students, on enrolment. 
· A uniform order and price list will be available from the office, and included in the Newsletter throughout the year. 

· An out of uniform day may be held on special Student Representative Council days.
· Children will be encouraged to keep jewellery and hair colour for weekend use.  
· No makeup or lip gloss to be worn at school. Clear lip balm is acceptable
· All students with long hair must have hair tied back at all times.
